WHO IS JESUS?

The fact that the Bible clearly teaches that Jesus is God cannot be denied, except by those who have not searched the Scriptures.

Space does not allow every Biblical argument to be listed here but you are about to be introduced to many passages that teach the Deity of Jesus Christ.

Jesus Christ Is God Incarnate (God in the Flesh) John 1:1-4, 9-14, 18 

 1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was made. 4 In Him was life, and the life was the light of men.   9 That was the true Light which gives light to every man coming into the world. 10 He was in the world, and the world was made through Him, and the world did not know Him. 11 He came to His own, and His own did not receive Him. 12 But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, to those who believe in His name: 13 who were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God.14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth. 18 No one has seen God at any time. The only begotten Son, who is in the bosom of the Father, He has declared Him.

Matthew 1:18-23 
18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: After His mother Mary was betrothed to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Spirit. 19 Then Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not wanting to make her a public example, was minded to put her away secretly. 20 But while he thought about these things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, “Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take to you Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy Spirit. 21 And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name JESUS, for He will save His people from their sins.” 22 So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: 23 “Behold, the virgin shall be with child, and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel,” which is translated, “God with us.”

 
Philippians 2:5-7 
5 Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, being in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal with God, 7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of men.
Colossians 2:9 
9 For in Him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead bodily;

1 Timothy 3:16 
And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifested in the flesh,  Justified in the Spirit,  Seen by angels, Preached among the Gentiles, Believed on in the world, Received up in glory.  (This could only refer to Jesus.)

Jesus Christ Is Eternal.  

Only God is eternal and yet the Bible teaches us that this is true of Jesus.

Hebrews 13:8 
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.  Jesus made it clear that he was God when he proclaimed that he was the “I AM” who spoke to Moses.  The Pharisees understood this for they “took up stones to throw at Him.”

Micah 5:2 states that Jesus Christ is "from everlasting", which is exactly what Psalm 93:2 and Isaiah 63:16 say about God! 

Micah 5:2 
    “ But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, Though you are little among the thousands of Judah,  Yet out of you shall come forth to Me The One to be Ruler in Israel,  Whose goings forth are from of old,  from everlasting.” 

Psalm 93:2 
 Your throne is established from of old; You are from everlasting. 

Isaiah 63:16 
Doubtless You are our Father, Though Abraham was ignorant of us, And Israel does not acknowledge us.  You, O LORD, are our Father; Our Redeemer from Everlasting is Your name.   It is exciting to see that Jesus is called the “Everlasting Father” in Isaiah 9:6, showing once again that God is one God.

Isaiah 9:6 
For unto us a Child is born, Unto us a Son is given; And the government will be upon His shoulder. And His name will be called  Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God,   Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 

Perhaps it should be pointed out in that verse that the “child is born” but the “Son is given.”  The significance of this statement is that Jesus, the Son, did not have his beginning on the date of His incarnation.  He was from everlasting.

That Jesus did not have His beginning that day in Bethlehem is seen in this 1 Corinthians passage, written by the Apostle Paul.

1 Corinthians 10:1-4 
Old Testament Example

 1 Moreover, brethren, I do not want you to be unaware that all our fathers were under the cloud, all passed through the sea, 2 all were baptized into Moses in the cloud and in the sea, 3 all ate the same spiritual food, 4 and all drank the same spiritual drink. For they drank of that spiritual Rock that followed them, and that Rock was Christ.

In this next passage, Peter informs us that it was the Spirit of Christ who was in the prophets of old who prophesied of the grace that would come.

1 Peter 1:10-11 

10 Of this salvation the prophets have inquired and searched carefully, who prophesied of the grace that would come to you, 11 searching what, or what manner of time, the Spirit of Christ who was in them was indicating when He testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ and the glories that would follow.

Revelation 1:7-8, 17b-18 
7 Behold, He is coming with clouds, and every eye will see Him, even they who pierced Him. And all the tribes of the earth will mourn because of Him. Even so, Amen. 8 “I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End,” says the Lord, “who is and who was and who is to come, the Almighty.” . . . “Do not be afraid; I am the First and the Last. 18 I am He who lives, and was dead, and behold, I am alive forevermore. Amen. And I have the keys of Hades and of Death. 

Jesus taught that He is God

It is obvious that the Jews of His day believed that Jesus was claiming to be God.  If He is not God, He was not even a good man, but a liar!

John 10:30-33 
30 I and My Father are one.” 31 Then the Jews took up stones again to stone Him. 32 Jesus answered them, “Many good works I have shown you from My Father. For which of those works do you stone Me?” 33 The Jews answered Him, saying, “For a good work we do not stone You, but for blasphemy, and because You, being a Man, make Yourself God.” 
John 8:23-24 
23 And He said to them, “You are from beneath; I am from above. You are of this world; I am not of this world. 24 Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe that I am He, you will die in your sins.” 
Jesus is Called God

John 20:28 
And Thomas answered and said to Him, “My Lord and my God!” If Jesus is not God, then why did Jesus not correct Thomas?
